Flies Tricopter at Liberty Field

Ken Trudeau, Gray Summit, flies his home-builioiier at Liberty
Field by radio control. The model aircraft is eqpgd with a flight
camera and camcorder that displays and recordsovimfevhat it
sees. It can stay in the air from eight to 12 misubffering the pilot
a bird’s-eye view of what is on the ground.

Ham radio operator Ken Trudeau of Gray Summit flisshome-
built tricopter at Liberty Field by remote control.

The tricopter is equipped with a video camera wipiddvides a
bird’'s-eye view of Liberty Field and the Meramew&i.

On a recent Saturday, the tricopter took off frtve ¢dge of the
parking lot and circled the park. Once airbornégeitv east over the
Meramec, which was receding from its recent higkewmark of 14
feet above flood level.

The tricopter then slowly made its return to thbdrty Field parking
lot, easing over the nearby industrial park. Edigjinf lasts between
eight and 12 minutes.

Surprise Decrease in Australian Ham Licence Renewdlees

The annuaAmateur / Ham Radio licence fee in Australia has
decreased from AUS$74 to AUS$51 from April 201%uneing the
price to levels seen 20 years ago.

The Australian Communications and Media Author&ZMA) told
the WIA that, “as part of the introduction of a nkeensing system
this year, the ACMA has reviewed the charging congm of its
fees for renewal of licences. From 5 April 201% &ACMA reduced
the fee for renewal of amateur licences.”

However, while renewal fees have dropped, the AC#/fae for the
issue of a new licence has increased to AUD$7Taease of one
dollar on the fee that prevailed over the previgesr.

The WIA said that, while to some people this magnse
comparative disincentive to new licensees, theessentially no
change to the situation that has prevailed to date.

BP-3 Polish WWII Spy Radio Set

BP-3 Polish WWII Spy Radio Set

The BP-3 was a valve-basggy radio transceivedeveloped durin
WWII by Tadeusz Heftman of the Polish Military Wiges Unit
(Polski Wojskowy Warsztat Radiowy) in Stanmore (UK). It was
introduced in 1943 and was intended for use by fgand
Resistance Organisations in Europe.

The ‘B’-series of radio sets (from 1943 onwa
‘BP’) were produced alongside the ‘A’-series
and featured increased power output. The se
were housed in a black wrinkle-finished mete
box with a lid, and were labelled in Polish or
English. The BP-3 covers 2-8 MHz and is bu
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around 6 valves, all of which are mounted
internally. It the field it was powered by a 12\
DC converter with rotary transformer, but it
could also be powered by the external 120/2
AC Power Supply Unit (PSU) that was
connected to the 5-pin socket on the front pa
just like on the other ‘BP’ mode

The BP-3 measures just 28 x 21 x 9.5 cm and weightsore than
4 kg. It uses a long wire or dipole antenna andeowith a set of
accessories, such as power cables, crystals,rentard counterpoi
wires, external morse key, a mains power supply (®8U) and a
12V DC converter. The transmitter produces an dytpwer of 50
Watts in CW, which is more than its much larger aadier British
counterpart th82. Apart from the Polish Resistance in occupied
Europe, the BP-3 was also used by the SOE (bdBuinpe and
Asia), and the French, Czech and Yugoslavian Resist For a
long time, the Polish spy radio sets were supeoidheir British
counterparts. The BP-3 was followed by theBP-4 clviiiad a
different frequency range (4-16MHz) and finallyli844 by theBP-
5, which covered the same 2-8 MHz but had a buildih (voice)
modulator.
